Some of the toughest
loving we will ever doisloving our children enough to allow them to endure the consequences of decisionsthat they
make in their lives. We al need wisdom from God to know how to dea with some extremely difficult situations that
life brings but our children should never have to wonder if Mom and Dad still love them, no matter what happens.

Our children deserve our attention. It is so easy for so many important things to ease our children out of our
daily schedules. It isimperative that parents find a way to spend time with their children, teaching and training them
by word and example.
