It was the most amazing and 
passionate act of corporate worship I have 
ever experienced. 
 

Louie Giglio defines worship as “our 
response to what we value most.”

Many things have changed over the past seven years 
since my family and I placed membership here at the 
Meadowlark Church of Christ. During that time we©ve seen 
many wonderful individuals and families come to know God, 
serving Him wholeheartedly with their talents, and becoming 
involved in one another©s lives. As we strive to encourage 
each other and build one another up in love, the tools we have 
at our disposal for helping us strengthen relationships with 
one another become more and more important. Two tools that 
are brand new to Meadowlark are the Servant Keeper 
database software and the PhoneTree telephone 
announcement system. 

These new tools will be useful for ministry area 
leaders that want to notify members or special groups of 
members (examples: Primetimers, teens, Ladies Bible Class 
members, Men©s Support Network, etc.) of upcoming events 
via a telephone recording. Holly can record a voice 
announcement and have it played back to any list of members 
that are in the database. The PhoneTree will dial each 
number, wait for an answer, and play the prerecorded 
announcement. This will be especially helpful for getting the 
word out to members who either don©t have email access or 
aren©t able to check it on a daily basis. 
The PhoneTree can also accept simple numeric responses, so 
let©s say, if a service opportunity only needs ten volunteers, 
then the announcement can say something like "We need 10 
volunteers to help out with...  Press 9 if you can help out," 
and the PhoneTree can keep going down a list of people in a 
random order until ten people press "9" for a "Yes" response. 
This system can also be used for taking informal polls -- 
the tally of responses is stored in the system. This can be 
helpful for gauging interest in possible future events before 
getting very far into the planning process.  

Another way the new database will be helpful is in 
keeping the member roster and the picture directory in "sync" 
with each other. Up until now, there have been different
