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In But Not Of

 I grew up in a highly religious and a highly 
patriotic family. My dad was an elder, in fact, so was 
his father before him. My mom’s family was highly 
religious as well, producing both elders and preachers 
along the way. At the same time my dad was an 
elder, he was a proud member of the United States 
Navy. He began his service at the tail end of World 
War II, serving on a Cruiser in the Pacific fleet. And 
after an absence of several years he reenlisted during 
the Vietnam War. He was still in the military the day 
he died.  

Some people might think that religion and 
the military are mutually exclusive. Many have 
written over the years and many hold the view even 
today that even though Paul clearly states in Romans 
13 that Christians are to submit to the governing 
authorities, it does not mean that it is appropriate for 
Christians to be involved in governmental activities. 
Since we are soldiers of Christ, as Paul states in II 
Timothy 2:3, 4, we cannot also be soldiers in the 
governing forces of the country in which we live. 
Those who hold this view admit that Cornelius and 
others like him were in the military but they opine 
that such people probably later sought to be relieved 
from military duty for the Kingdom of God. 
However, one would be hard pressed to support that 
assumption with Scripture.  
 There are others who believe strongly that 
not only is it appropriate for servants of Christ to 
serve in the military, but that it is a way to preserve 
and protect our freedom, to practice our religion as 
we desire, and to live our lives without constant fear 
of retribution. 
 Both sides of the argument have good points 
to make. Certainly we must be careful to always 
realize that our ultimate allegiance is to Jesus Christ, 
not to our country. It is so easy to mix patriotism with 
spirituality, but the two are not the same. At the same 
time, we have been richly blessed and we enjoy 
incredible freedoms that most of the world can only 
dream about and we have unbelievable opportunities 
because of the freedom we have—freedom we enjoy 
because of the sacrifice of so many on the battle 
fields of the world. 

So what should a Christian do? How should 
we view the military, or even 4th of July celebrations? 
I am certain that we would not all agree completely 
about how a Christian responds but maybe we can 
agree on these points. 
 
 

  
1. God has established governments, even the military 
establishments in those governments so that evil can 
be kept in check in the world and so we can live lives 
of peace. I personally believe that a Christian can be 
involved in anything God has established, as long as 
he or she goes there understanding their primary 
allegiance to Christ. What better place to find salt and 
light than in the government or the military? It is an 
honorable thing to be a part of an organization that 
seeks to bring peace to the world. 
 
2. If a person chooses to serve in the government or 
the military, or any other profession for that matter, he 
or she must remember that in that service it is never 
acceptable to violate God’s law, even if you are 
commanded to do so. We are a part of God’s 
Kingdom, first and foremost. We must not blindly 
obey those who tell us that we must do something in 
violation of the will of God. Those who were tried in 
the war crimes tribunals after WWII found out very 
quickly that they could not blame their inhumane 
actions on the orders of superiors. Christians must 
stand for godliness no matter what their orders might 
be. 
 
3. Wherever we stand on issues like the Christian’s 
participation in the military or how and if we should 
be patriotic, please remember that this is one area, 
along with many others, where the Bible does not 
speak definitively. So, be careful how you judge 
others. I personally believe that I can serve in God’s 
Kingdom and still celebrate the good things about 
being an American and celebrate our freedoms on the 
4th or July. I believe that I can read my Bible daily and 
fly the American flag in front of my home, as long as I 
remember the preeminent kingdom is the heavenly 
one and be careful not to mix my faith with my 
patriotism. If some disagree with me I will still 
embrace them as fellow disciples and I hope they will 
do the same with me.  
 
 Whatever your view this 4th of July, I hope 
that you will take a moment out to thank God for our 
country and to ask his protection over those who are 
trying to keep the peace all over the world. We are in 
the world, and because of that we have the 
responsibility to be light and salt no matter the 
circumstance, but we are not of the world. Our 
ultimate responsibility is to the Lord Jesus and our 
ultimate battle is in the heavenlies against forces our 
eyes may not even see. Let us be the presence of Jesus 
in this fallen world and let us continue the battle for 
Jesus until we die.

This is what the prophet Jeremiah 
told the people on God’s behalf.  ‘ “ For I 
know the plans I have for you,”  declares 
the Lord, “ plans to prosper you and not 
to harm you, plans to give you hope and 
a future.

While Jesus’  disciples stood in 
amazement at his power over a fig tree, 
he told them, “ I tell you the truth, if you 
have faith and do not doubt, not only can 
you do what was done to the fig tree, but 
also you can say to this mountain, ©Go, 
throw yourself into the sea,© and it will be 
done. 22If you believe, you will receive 
whatever you ask for in prayer." 
 

We read in the book of Acts that 
the early believers “ devoted themselves 
to the apostles© teaching and to the 
fellowship, to the breaking of bread and 
to prayer.”  
 

Paul urges the believers at 
Thessalonica to “ Be joyful always; pray 
continually; give thanks in all 
circumstances, for this is God©s will for 
you in Christ Jesus.”  
 

James says, “ Is any one of you in 
trouble? He should pray. Is anyone 
happy? Let him sing songs of praise. 14Is 
any one of you sick? He should call the 
elders of the church to pray over him and 
anoint him with oil in the name of the 
Lord. 15And the prayer offered in faith 
will make the sick person well; the Lord 
will raise him up. If he has sinned, he will 
be forgiven. 16Therefore confess your sins 
to each other and pray for each other so 
that you may be healed. The prayer of a 
righteous man is powerful and effective.”  
 

The Bible is clear in its claim that if 
God’s people will persistently pray to him for 
guidance, healing, wisdom, unity, boldness, and 
even miracles—HE WILL ACT.

Zozulina, from Donets’k to do the job of 
translation.  She has a degree in English, and did a 
great job of translating.  Without her, we would 
have been lost, as most of the people with whom 
we spoke do not speak English.  The young men 
were Misha, who did speak English, and helped the 
young people teach English at Shevchenko; 
Mikola, from Ivano-Frankivs’k (in the far West of 
Ukraine); Alexander, who has preached in 
Donets’k for five years; and Arthur, who has one-
half year to go at Sunset school of preaching.  Ivan 
has recommended that we support Mikola to go to 
Sunset, and he seems worthy.
