Mexico Mission Report

(Thefollowing is abrief report concerning our
recent mission to Casa de la Esperanzain
Chihuahua, Mexico. A more complete report
in person is coming in late August sometime
when we will celebrate the success of al
Meadowlark missions taken this summer)

It isgood to be home! All the same,
many of us did not want to leave the House of
Hopein Anahuac. We bring back good news
and changed hearts — we | eft large pieces of
those hearts back at Casa. | can say with
confidence that everyone was changed in some
way. We were able to pour ourselves out for
the sake of Christ, but what we received in
return was truly a gift from God.

Meadowlark sent eight adults, ten
teens, and three children on the mission to
Casa. Wejoined our efforts with the Rocky
Mountain Church of Christ. Altogether, our
team totaled nearly 60 people, al willing to be
used for God’s glory. We can report with
absolute certainty that Casa and its staff are
working diligently and praying powerfully for
God' s kingdom to come to Anahuac. God is
using them in some really wonderful ways.

During the week, our team worked hard
inside the gates of Casa and also outside its
gates in the town of Anahuac. Each day we
split into teams to work severa different jobs.
There were severa tasks doneinside Casa. We
mixed and poured several pounds of cement
which will be used to provide the foundation of
the surrounding fence for new play courts for
the children. We dug trenches in which to pour
the cement. We unloaded and painted several
beds which will go in the new dormitory for
the children. We textured, sanded, and
painted. We also sent teams outside Casa.
Each day we sent a group of boysto work at a
nearby school. We also worked with homeless
families living inside an abandoned and run-
down building in downtown Anahuac.

We took them many things they did not have,
including shoes for each of the children. They
came back each night for our devotional and are
beginning to study the Bible. Casa has agreed to
go and pick them up for church each Sunday.

In addition to manual 1abor, our team
made many relationships with the sixty children
who live at Casa. It was not surprising that
many of the children werein tears as they said
goodbye to us the night before we left (many of
uswerein tears aswell). We spent many hours
playing games, doing crafts, and worshipping
with the children. It was difficult to leave them.

As aready noted, there will be amuch
more thorough report given in late August. For
now, know that our lives have been forever
changed by our experience at Casade la
Esperanza. The experience left alarge imprint
on each of our hearts. Thank you for your
prayers and support. We look forward to going
back.
