·  Intelligent Design and Beyond—Galen Brunk—Room 10 
Were we created by God? Did we evolve by purely naturalistic 
forces?  A relatively new participant in the debate of human origins 
during the past decade has been the Intelligent Design or ID 
movement. One of the basic premises of the movement is that life and 
the world around us exhibits purposeful design which in turn implies 
there must be a designer behind the design.  
While the ID movement has been a valuable contributor to the debate, 
their focus does not completely address all aspects of the topic of 
origins. That’s where the “Beyond”  comes in.  For the most part, the 
ID movement avoids all theological aspects of the debate.  Such 
things as the Genesis Flood, Biblical texts, or even speculating who or 
what the designer is, are avoided.  We’ ll go “beyond”  ID and include 
God’s word in our study. 
This class will address many topics surrounding the origins issue.  
How old is the earth? Who were the cave men?  Is Genesis chapter 1 
literal or figurative?  These are just a few of the questions which will 
be addressed.   
As our nation grows increasingly secular, this class can help equip 
you to share God’s truth about the Creator with your friends, 
neighbors, and co-workers.  It can also be helpful to parents who want 
to address the evolution dogma that their kids receive in public 
education.  You’ ll be uplifted by the reinforcement that this really is 
our Father’s world!
