 For the past several weeks, I have been 
teaching on wisdom during Wednesday nights.  It 
has been my goal to arm our students with some 
teaching on how to make wise choices in a world 
that makes doing that difficult.  We have laid out a 
“grid for wisdom” over the past few classes.  Our 
grid for wisdom includes three elements: reflecting 
on what past experience has taught us, examining 
the Word of God today, and deciding who it is that 
we and God want us to be in the future.  All three 
are important, but one that I have been focusing on 
in my own life is the last element.  Who do I want 
to be in the future?  What plans does God have for 
my life?  Who do I want to be as a disciple, friend, 
husband, father, and minister in five, twenty, thirty 
years from now?  I consider this to be a very 
important question for us to keep at the forefront of 
our minds.  In asking this question of ourselves, we 
are able to make wise choices that are in harmony 
with who God wants us to be in the future.  In 
short, we know where we are going and we start to 
do the things and develop the mindset that will get 
us to our desired destination. 
 Just about everyday I am reminded of who 
I want to be in the years to come.  I have the 
wonderful privilege of working with two of the 
most incredible men I have ever come across in 
Doug and Russ.  Both teach and inspire me to be a 
better man of God in every walk of life.  But today, 
I would like to honor Doug by telling you what an 
incredible blessing he has been to me as a young 
minister.  You see, when I think about who I want 
to be as a minister in 30 years, the name Doug Hall 
penetrates to the front of my mind. 

Doug has been in full-time church ministry 
for 30 years.  What an accomplishment!  In a day 
where ministers fall victim to burnout, 
incompetence, and moral failure, Doug has endured 
the obstacles, disappointments, and heartaches that 
can plague those who proclaim the gospel for a 
living.  Doug often tells the story of his rocky 
beginning in ministry working with a preacher 
who, in countless ways, was difficult to work with.  
When he tells me about how he got his start, 
sometimes I am amazed that he made it this far.  

Shortly after that thought, I am overcome with 
gratitude to have begun my career in ministry with a 
man and minister like Doug Hall.  Beginning with 
Doug (and Russ) will help me for years and years to 
come.  I cannot tell you how many times I have 
walked into Doug’s office or called his house with a 
question pertaining to a difficult ministry situation I 
was facing.  And to my knowledge, on every 
occasion, because of the wisdom he has acquired 
over the course of 30 years, he has offered the very 
counsel I needed as a young minister trying to find 
my way.  He has helped me resolve conflict in godly 
fashion.  He has helped me bite my tongue which was 
ready to fire darts at those who had hurt me.  He has 
encouraged me in everything that I would like to 
accomplish in the future.  He has been able to look 
past my youth and into my heart.  He has valued me 
in ways that will keep me going strong.  He has been 
a shepherd to me in countless ways.  I could go on 
and on. 
 Paul said “Follow my example, as I follow 
the example of Christ”  (1 Corinthians 11:1).  What a 
blessing it is to have people in your life that can say 
that to you  with credibility and confidence.  In my 
life, Doug is one of those guys.  I can follow his 
example in life and ministry wholeheartedly because 
I know his heart for and devotion to Jesus Christ.  It 
is my prayer and hope that I will make it 30 years in 
ministry, and that when I do, I will be able to do for a 
young man everything Doug has been able to do for 
me.
