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" The Long Silence"   
(adapted from John Stott's book "The 

Cross of Christ") 
 
At the end of time, billions of people 
were scattered on a great plain before 
God’s throne.  Most shrank back 
from the brilliant light before them.  
But some groups near the front talked 
heatedly - not with cringing shame, 
but with belligerence.  "Can God 
judge us?  How can he know about 
suffering?" The words came from a 
thin, starving young girl. She ripped 
open a sleeve to reveal a tattooed 
number from a Nazi concentration 
camp.  "We endured terror …beatings 
… torture …death!"  In another 
group, a man lowered the collar on 
his shirt revealing an ugly rope burn 
on his neck, "What about this...I was 
lynched for no crime, for no reason 
other than the color of my skin."  All 
across the plain there were hundreds 
of such groups, each had a complaint 
against God for the evil and suffering 
he permitted in the world.   "How 
lucky God was to live in heaven, 
where all was sweetness and 
light...no weeping, no fear, no 
hunger, no hatred...What did God 
know of all that humans had been 
forced to endure in this world?”    
they were saying.  So each of these 
groups sent forth their leader, chosen 
because he or she had suffered the 
most -- a Jewish person, a black 
person, a person from Hiroshima, a 
horribly deformed arthritic, several 
with various forms of disabilities -- at 
last they were ready to present their 
case...it was rather clever.  They 
pronounced that before God could be 
qualified to be their judge, he would 
have to endure what they had 
endured.  Their decision was ... God 
would have to be sentenced today.  
Sentenced to live on earth and to live 
as a man who would suffer.  "Let em' 
be born a Jew!"  "Let the legitimacy 
of his birth be doubted!”    

“ Let him know what it is like to be hungry!”  "Let his work be so 
difficult that even his family will think he is out of his mind when 
he tries to do it!”   "Let him be betrayed by his closest friends!”   
“ Let him face false charges!”   “ Let him be tried by a prejudice 
jury!”   “ Let him be convicted by a cowardly judge!”   “ Let him be 
tortured!”   “ Let him see what it means to be so terribly alone and 
then let him die!  Let him die so that there can be no doubt that he 
died!”   “ Let there be a great host of witnesses to verify it.”   As 
each leader pronounced the portion that he or she would add to 
the sentence, loud murmurs of approval went up from the throng 
of people, "Yes, yes, it’s only fair!  It’s only right!"  “ If he would 
judge us, he must face what we faced!”   And when the last had 
finished pronouncing their sentence, there was a long silence… 
No one dared utter another word.  No one could even move.  For 
suddenly, it dawned upon them all.  That God had already served 
his sentence and that God would judge no one in whose shoes he 
had not already walked in.1 

 
I f you want to know what God is like...Look at the cross!   Jesus, 

God in the flesh, suffered and died so that you could have 
forgiveness for your sins, and that you could spend eternity in a

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As many of you know, Meadowlark is helping to fill a large sea container 
to be sent to Ivan-Frankiv’sk, Ukraine. This is a city of 350,000 in 
western Ukraine at the foot of the Carpathian Mountains. Many villages 
surround this city and will also benefit from this container. The church’s 
presence is just beginning to be felt in this area of Ukraine. 
This container will be filled with mostly used items that have been 
collected by an organization called Help International here in Ft. Collins. 
They have shipped containers to many countries in the world. If this 
shipment is successful, we may be able to send containers to other 
countries that Meadowlark supports. 
Normally shipping a container of this size would cost around $7000 to 
ship. Because of Ivan Skoleba’s friendship with an elder in the Judsonia 
Church of Christ in Arkansas, we are able to send a container worth at 
least $75,000 for free! The people at Help International have been busy 
filling boxes and collecting specific items that Ivan requested when he 
was here last. He is collecting items for an orphanage and a home for 
disabled children and adults. One of the items he has requested is 
wheelchairs which are being collected and packaged for shipment. 
How can you help? 

·  You can help by donating items that you no longer need or want! 
There is need for many different things. 

·  You can contact an organization or store that might be willing to 
donate items! Medical supplies are always in need. However, we 
cannot ship medicines that can be taken internally. 

·  You can help pack boxes at the Help International warehouse! I 
am trying to set up a time for a tour of the warehouse. If you 
would like to go, please contact me. They can always use help 
sorting and packing items. 

·  You can help pack the container! This will probably happen 
around the middle of April, but the exact date has not been set 
yet. The more strong backs and arms, the faster it will go and the 
more fun it will be! 

Here are the items we are currently collecting: 
·  Clothing from infant through adult sizes—mostly 

summer weight (they have collected many winter items) 
·  Shoes—all sizes 
·  Bedding 
·  Towels and washcloths 
·  Household items 
·  Toys (small stuffed animals) 

If you are thinking of donating something and don’ t know if it will 
be useful or not, contact me. 
 
I will set up an 
area at the church building where your items can be dropped off 
and then delivered. If you want to go see the warehouse or help

Sundays: 
 
Auditorium - 1 Cor inthians - Doug Hall 
There are no perfect churches, because there are no perfect people. Every church that has ever existed or will ever exist has had 
to face up to its own shortcomings and problems. The church in Corinth was no exception. In fact, when we read and study I 
Corinthians we have in front of us a case study of the kinds of problems churches can face and how to address them and solve 
them. I hope you will join with us as we spend time mining great principles from Paul's letter that will help us better to 
confront our periodic struggles in our own personal lives and in the life of the church. 
 
Room 10 - Conversational Apologetics - Russ Whitten  
What question would you least like to be asked by a non-Christian?  Would you be prepared to give an answer if someone 
asked this question?  In 1 Peter 3:15-16, Christians are commanded “always be prepared to give an answer (apologia) to 
everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have…”  
Apologetics is really about evangelism.   Sometimes before we can share the Gospel with someone, we must smooth the road, 
remove the obstacles and answer the questions that may be hindering that person from giving the Christian faith a fair hearing.  
The word apologetics comes from the Greek word “apologia” , which literally means “a reasoned defense.”    It is not only 
about being prepared to address the tough questions about Christianity, but it is also about being prepared to present the 
attractiveness, truthfulness and relevance of the Christian faith.  This class is about learning to sit and talk with people about 
the Gospel of Christ in a meaningful, compelling and effective way.   It is also designed to equip Christians to be “prepared to 
give an answer”  to the most frequently asked (and most difficult) questions about the Christian faith.  Please join us in this 
discussion oriented class beginning March 11th!  
 
Wednesdays:  
 
Auditorium - Relationships (Marr iage, Family, &  Church) - Milt Brown 
This class will be held in the auditorium on Wednesday evenings. It will be a round table discussion format, with a specific 
topic, scripture(s),or scenario given as introduction to our study each evening. The broad topic will deal with relationships at 
three levels: God's relationship with us, the ties that bind our families together and what it takes to be a family of believers. Are 
your relationships in these areas surviving or thriving? Why? What are the connections between these personal, private, and 
public associations that would characterize them as healthy or sick? What are God's expectations? How might Christ's view 
change our current need for interdependence, communication, and intimacy as they relate to these bonds? Selected passages 
from Genesis, Deuteronomy, Hosea, Matthew, Luke, Ephesians, and Corinthians will be used to guide our thoughts throughout 
this study.

Room 8 - 1 &  2 Thessalonians - Don Kyle  
This class will examine the nature of a young church and the man who ministers to them.  We will see the difficulty Paul was 
in when he founded the church, the Thessalonians response to God’ s good news and the mutual encouragement that comes 
from people’ s faithfulness to God. 
 Paul’ s communication to the Thessalonians is one of gladness, encouragement and relief that these people have remained 
true to the Gospel that was given to them.  We will explore the circumstances of these letters, the message they contain and 
then apply this truth to our lives in Fort Collins, CO.
