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 A SERMON SERIES ON THE RESURRECTION OF JESUS CHRIST

first man.  He has met, fought, and beaten the King of Death.  Everything is different because he has done so.  This is 

the beginning of the new creation and a new chapter in cosmic history has opened.”

Just about twenty-five years after Jesus was crucified a letter, written by a former enemy of the Christian faith, was 
being widely circulated making the incredible claim that Jesus was alive and had been seen by more than five hundred 
people, including the author of the letter, himself.  In this famous letter (written around A.D. 55), the apostle Paul said 
the following:  

 

"For what I received I passed on to you as of first importance: that Christ died for our sins according to the 
Scriptures, that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures, and that he 
appeared to Peter, and then to the Twelve.  After that, he appeared to more than five hundred of the brothers 
at the same time, most of whom are still living, though some have fallen asleep.  Then he appeared to James, 
then to all the apostles, and last of all he appeared to me also, as to one abnormally born."  (1 Corinthians 
15:3-8) 

 
It is hard to overstate the importance of the resurrection of Jesus for the Christian faith and for all of humanity.   
 
If Jesus Christ was not raised from the dead … 

• The Christian faith is useless and futile. 

• A Christian is a false witness and thus, an enemy of God. 

• Every Christian, either alive or dead, is lost and still in their sins. 

• Jesus was either a fraud or a lunatic. 

• Jesus’ power was limited and his testimony was a lie. 

• We should not believe that any of the miracles in the Bible actually occurred. 

• Everything in the New Testament and everything Jesus said should be held suspect. 

• The Bible is not true and Christianity is a false religion. 
 
If Jesus Christ was raised from the dead … 

• Jesus’ power is unlimited. 

• Everything Jesus said should be believed and followed. 

• Eternal life is both possible and available. 

• The truth of Biblical Christianity is confirmed. 

• We can be assured of God’s existence, love and power. 

• Christians can be sure that their sins are forgiven and that they will be raised from the dead to be with God 
forever in heaven. 

• All other religions are false religions. 
 

So, we see that the stakes couldn’t be higher.  All of Christianity stands or falls with the resurrection.  Christians are 
betting their eternal destiny on the fact that a Jerusalem tomb was empty because God raised Jesus from the dead.  In 
the next five weeks during our worship services, we will study the most powerful and important event in history – the 
resurrection of Jesus Christ.

 What is a visitor’s impression when they first enter the doors to join us for 
worship? The Greeters Ministry has a primary goal of making sure their first 
impression is a positive one. In fact, this initial greeting can be a real 
drawing factor to get these visitors back again. 
  
The Greeters Ministry is led by Farice and Genie Bruce and strives to greet 
everyone that arrives on Sunday morning with a warm hello and by 
providing a weekly bulletin. If they are first-time visitors, the Greeters try to 
direct them over to the Visitor Table. 
  
In the Greeters Ministry, those that are involved serve as greeters generally 
once every three months and are to be available as a back-up for the week 
before they serve. The schedule is organized and distributed once a quarter 
and mailed out to each participant so they know when they are scheduled 
to serve. An e-mail is also sent to the individuals the week that they are 
scheduled to serve. Two people work together as greeters….either 
husband/wife teams or friends can serve together. 
  
If you would like to serve in this ministry, the Bruce’s would be grateful for 
additional help because they would like to expand the coverage so that 
people are greeted as they enter the North doors to the auditorium also. 
Currently people that enter these doors have to come to the foyer to get a 
bulletin. Visitors and members are easily overlooked if they enter these 
North doors. They would also like to initiate the use of ushers to help seat 
visitors and make sure their needs are provided for if more volunteers were 
available.

God is indeed 
in charge; we but need to make ourselves available to His gentle hand. “He who began a good work in you will carry 
it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus” (Phil. 1:6).  

 

ECCLESIASTES   taught by Russ Whitten (room 10) 
‘Meaningless, meaningless!’  says the Teacher.  ‘Utterly meaningless!  Everything is meaningless.’”  (Ecclesiastes 

1:1)  What a gloomy way to begin a book!  At times the book of Ecclesiastes sounds incredibly pessimistic and 
depressing.  However, if you read this book carefully you will see that the author has the answer to the question, 

“What is the meaning of life?”  Ecclesiastes is a book about experimentation.  It is about a man who 
is now reflecting on his lifelong quest for meaning, contentment and happiness.  The author of 
Ecclesiastes looks back over the years and basically says … “been there, done that.”  He has 
experienced and tasted everything this world ‘under the sun’ has to offer…  Money:  The writer says, 
“I’ve had more than you can dream.”  Wisdom and education:  “My wisdom was world renowned.”  
Fame and Power:  “More than anyone before me.”  Fun and Pleasure:  “I’ve done it all!”  
Accomplishments:  “Ditto.”  Relationships:  “I’ve had more relationships than you can possibly 
imagine.”  He has experienced all these things that we think are supposed to bring meaning and 

happiness.  Here is his report in a nutshell:  “It’s empty.  It’s all meaningless.”  In the end, however, he has the 
answer.  Please join us as we explore this ancient, inspired book of wisdom and discover what really brings 
meaning, joy and contentment to our lives.       

 
Wednesday Evenings at 7:00 p.m. 
I & II PETER  taught by Randy Robinette  (auditorium) 
Many of us can relate very well to Peter.  Before Jesus called Peter to follow him, Peter made his livelihood as a 
commercial fisherman.  Peter was somewhat tempestuous, e.g. using a sword to cut off the ear of Malchus in the 
Garden of Gethsemane.  Peter rashly said “even if all fall away, I will not,” but he did deny Jesus three times in one 
evening.  Peter was married and had a mother-in-law, so he certainly understood domestic issues.  Peter also was 
arguably the primary leader of the early church, delivering the first sermon on Pentecost.  He was the apostle chosen 
to first take the gospel to the gentiles.  Surely, Peter, uneducated, but a spirit-filled man, must have many important 
things to say to us today.  (By the way, do you know who wrote I & II Peter?)  Please come study with us this 
quarter as we delve into these practical letters. 

 
JOURNEYING WITH JEREMIAH   taught by Jim Whitfield  (room 10) 
"Are you ready for change?" One of the leading commentaries on the Old Testament book of Jeremiah says, "The 
world into which Jeremiah was born was undergoing tumultuous change."  Another commentary has the title 
"Jeremiah:  Prophet of Courage and Hope."  Two words that have become prominent in our current political scene 
today are "change” and "hope."  Did what Jeremiah say about the political and religious situation of his day back in 
the late seventh and early sixth centuries BC have anything to do with us today?  In this Wednesday night class 
taught by Jim Whitfield we'll examine the book of Jeremiah, the man Jeremiah, and the abiding lessons we can learn 
from Jeremiah.  Sometime in the course of this study we shall watch a movie based on the life and preaching of 
Jeremiah.
