Matthew 25: 37-40:  Then the righteous will answer him, 'Lord, when did we see 
you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you something to drink? When did we 
see you a stranger and invite you in, or needing clothes and clothe you?     When did 
we see you sick or in prison and go to visit you?' "The King will reply, 'I tell you 
the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did 
for me.' 
 
“When the body is healed, perhaps the spirit will be called.” 
The healthcare system in India is much different from the United States.  As much 
as 90% of the Indian population lives without adequate healthcare. Most of the 
working poor have very little access to even the most basic forms of healthcare 
and adequate nutrition.  For them, health insurance coverage is virtually unheard 
of.  This clear and obvious need of so many souls in a country of so many religious 
faiths, gives Christ’s church a way to touch both the lives and souls of needy 
people. 
A Medical Mission Bus is run by Paul Renganathan’s World Bible College (WBC) in 
Chennai, Tamil Nadu, South India.  The WBC was blessed with the Medical Bus 
following the tsunami of late 2004 as a gift from Healing Hands International.  Since 
then, WBC has been able to reach out and help the poor and medically needy in the 
city of Chennai, as well as in surrounding rural areas. 
In January 2008, I was part of an evangelistic mission trip to Chennai to help Paul, 
the WBC, and the church of Chennai to spread the gospel in the area.  I was 
touched by the clear impact that the working Medical Bus had in drawing people in 
Paul’s ministry.  People young and old were lined up outside the bus to receive 
basic antibiotics, vitamins, blood sugar checks, or presumptive diagnosis of serious 
disease.  Pregnant women received important vitamins; the elderly received 
analgesics for pain.  Of about 350 people treated in 3 days, 40 tuberculosis cases, 
21 HIV cases, 2 leprosy cases, and about 70 asthma cases were identified or 
treated.  While here, these souls were available to hear the Good News preached 
by Paul and his workers. 
Paul and WBC wish to continue their ambitious evangelistic efforts in the city of 
Chennai in 2009 by sponsoring a church planting campaign in Chennai.  We hope to 
be able to support the Medical Mission Bus operation during this time period.  Our 
prayer is that you will agree that healing people’s bodies may touch their souls and 
help them become receptive to Jesus, and by doing this we are fulfilling the will of 
Christ.
