On 
Monday, the kids learned that Jesus gives us the power to be thankful. Tuesday, we 
learned that he gives us the power to be helpful. Wednesday, we learned that Jesus 
gives us the power to be brave. Thursday, we learned that he gives us the power to live 
forever, and Friday that he gives us the power to tell others about God. 
 
Each day that the kids learned one of these Bible points, I learned just as much, if not 
more.  Throughout the entire week, God used the lessons that were planned for the kids 
to teach me about His power.  I really benefitted from leading the kids in worship and 
praise each day; the songs all had really uplifting and encouraging lyrics.  By the end of 
the week, I found myself looking forward to the times at the beginning and the end of 
each day when Logan and I got to lead the kids in fun, goofy, meaningful, and tiring (Sea 
of Galilee) songs.  The more the kids got in to it, the more rewarding it became.
