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Thank you for the prayers for my job situation. My new job is truly an answer to prayers. It is 
everything that I would want in a job, and close to home. The close to home aspect is appealing, 
as I have spent much of my career working in Boulder and living in Fort Collins. I know that prayer 
works. Many people at Meadowlark and many other friends and relatives are in my prayers. How 
will God answer those prayers? We don’t know what the answers will be. 
 
During my unemployment, I joined NoCoNet, a networking group for job seekers. It is great for 
support, job seeking tips and networking and I really recommend it for anyone who is seeking a 
job or seeking employees. One tradition that they have is that new graduates (people who found 
jobs) bring donuts to the Monday morning meeting and tell everyone about their new job plus 
share a tip on job seeking. I was happy to share my news of course. At the break, another writer 
came up to me and introduced herself. In a friendly way, she asked me how I got the job and how 
it was that she did not get the job.   
 
Hmm, big question. I have often been on the other side and wondered that too. Why did I get a 
reject letter and someone else got the job? 
 
There are probably many answers. Some hiring decisions are based on irrelevant and unfair 
things we know. Sometimes employers have a hard time deciding between two or more qualified 
candidates. Everyone’s application and resume is a little different and interviews are all different. I 
gave her encouragement and promised to keep her in mind if something else opened up where I 
was going. 
 
What really works? While, I am certain that my job is an answer to prayers, I believe that God 
wants us to do our part by making every effort to meet out needs, in this case, find a job. I did 
everything that I knew to do, sending out resumes, telling my friends and associates that I needed 
a job, considering all kinds of options and so on and I prayed.  
 
When we have a strong need, we may be willing to try about anything. At NoCoNet, a superstition 
of sorts circulates. Apparently the volunteer who brings in recruiters has a short tenure and soon 
gets a job. A friend of mine, also seeking a job, volunteered for that duty, and only did it a couple 
of weeks before getting a job. I am glad for my friend but I believe that the job was an answer to 
prayers and his efforts to find a job and not due to following a superstition. 
 
Another question that could be asked is why do people who don’t pray for jobs (or anything else) 
also receive jobs and other blessings?  We have all seen the unjust rewarded. Why are not God’s 
blessings, especially those that seem in short supply, sometimes bestowed on non-believers, 
sinners and simply people who rarely or never pray?  
 
I believe that God blesses these people, too. God reaches the non-believers through you and me 
reaching out and He can reach the non-believers of the world with blessings.  What non-believer 
would turn to God if he or she never saw any goodness in the world, and their life was always a 
struggle? Non-believers may turn to God with an appealing prayer in extreme situations when 
they realize that they cannot save their selves with their efforts and they may turn to God in prayer 
of appreciation when they are blessed. I ask God to bless the non-believers too. May God’s love 
touch their lives.
