At our last mission meeting, the committee discussed ways that we could provide the 
congregation with more information about what is happening with our missionaries and the plans 
that are being made. One way is to write a monthly update for the bulletin, and I have volunteered 
to do that.

As most of you know, there is a mission effort to Chennai, India early in January. Reuben Addo, 
Jennifer Goldman, Randy Robinette, Corey Rosenberg and Russ Whitten will be leaving January 
2 to meet more than 20 other people from the U.S. to plant new churches in the region.  They will 
be gone a little over two weeks. They will be working with Paul Renganathan, the missionary that 
Meadowlark helps support.  
 
You may have received a letter from Corey Rosenberg informing you about the Medical Mission 
Bus. She is hoping to get enough support to pay for the staffing and running of the bus while they 
are in India during this time. She was very touched by the reaction of people who were able to 
take advantage of this bus last January and knows it is a great tool for helping to spread the 
gospel. She can still use more money toward this effort if meeting people’s medical needs is 
something that touches your heart.  
 
The team asks for your prayers for safety both during travel and while in India. You have probably 
heard in the news about the persecution of Christians in India. This is a recent development and 
something that most mission teams do not have to face in this day and age. 
 
A mission trip to Honduras is being planned for next summer! The dates are July 31-August 
10. The estimated cost for this trip is $1500. If you are interested in learning more about this effort, 
talk to Milt Brown who will be leading the trip.
