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For the sorrow that is according to the will of God produces a repentance without regret, leading to 
salvation; but the sorrow of the world produces death. (2 Corinthians 7:10  NASV) 

As the old year ends and a new year begins, many people want to clean the slate and start 
over in some areas of their life.  Here are some of the perennial top New Year’s resolutions 
that come up each January:  Stop smoking, get fit, lose weight, get organized, get out of 
debt, read the Bible, spend more time with the family, help others, etc..  Each new year 
many begin, but few finish.  There is some value to “trying” to do something important, for 
God, self, or family.  But isn’t real life change what we are seeking in setting or re-building 
good daily routines?   

Thousands will get no further than February and feel bad that they “failed” to finish what 
they started.  Then there is guilt and sometimes the decision to say, “Why even try”?  But 
some will succeed and accomplish more, feel better, grow spiritually, and flourish…what is 
the difference? . . .and what leads to lasting change? 

I can only change me.  We have never been very good in making others change, so the first 
thing we need to realize is to only work on your SELF.  A great question to ask is: How 
would God change ME? Not my kids, or spouse, or in-laws…but ME!   

The Bible teaches that real, lasting change comes from the inside out (Matthew 15:19).  We 
typically will not change because we saw some new program or exercise equipment, pill, or 
someone is trying to force us to change. We have to see our need and truly WANT to be a 
different person.  It starts with us feeling sorrow for our failures and then, that sorrow can 
produce the desire to change.   Not all sorrow is “Godly sorrow”.  A good example is some 
are just sorry they got caught doing something wrong.  Others are just sorry that there are 
expectations at all for them—they prefer to continue on an easier, more comfortable 
pathway.  Godly sorrow always leads to the desire to change to be more pleasing to God 
(see passage above).  The side benefit of this type of life-changing repentance is that I end 
up being a greater blessing to family, spouse, and friends in the process.   

The huge advantage that Christians have as they seek to make Godly changes in their lives 
is the help of the Holy Spirit.  Remember the “fruit of the Spirit” (Galatians 5:22):  love, joy, 
peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control.  Ah, there 
is the power for lasting change—SELF CONTROL.  When God gets involved in changing 
me there is no limit to His abilities.  When I try to “go it alone”, I miss a blessing and lose the 
power of God in my decisions to try harder. 

So consider the following steps to your New Year’s Resolutions:  (1) Pray—asking God 
what changes are most needed in your life;  (2) Write down your decisions (God wrote His 
will down);  (3) Make sure your spiritual changes take priority over physical ones;  (4) 
Celebrate the victories with others along the way!  Happy New Year everyone!
