There are three deacons that oversee the 
facilities ministry:  Brent Lanier (special carpentry projects), Marvin Martin (indoor maintenance) and 
Seth Meyer (grounds).  In addition to these deacons, Marilyn Watson is a volunteer who is the coordinator 
of the Meadowlark facilities (contacting and scheduling outside help, administrative duties, and managing 
the facilities budget).  Dave and Shannon Watson are the Meadowlark custodians.   There are also 
countless behind-the-scene members who pitch in to keep our building and grounds in good shape.  These 
behind-the-scenes people all work together to provide the best environment possible for our worship, 
classes, weddings, showers, meetings, dinners, offices, and many other uses.  While one of our goals is to 
keep facilities expenses to a minimum so that more of our funds are available for other ministries and 
projects, our primary goal in this service is to glorify God in our care and use of the Meadowlark building.                                               
      
Here is a small sampling of repairs / upkeep that have been recently,  or must regularly be maintained:   
 

• maintenance of the lawn equipment  

• fertilizing grounds, pruning, spraying trees, flower bed & sprinkler system maintenance 

• annual backflow inspections 

• plumbing 

• there was a recent addition of a hand rail on the north entrance 

• whiteboard repair 

• upkeep of the baptistery  (monthly chemicals,  weekly  pH balance checks and monitoring 
of pumps and timers) 

• installation and upkeep of indoor and outdoor lighting  

• a new sink was recently installed in the upstairs men's bathroom. 

• faucets were upgraded in the upstairs women's bathroom 

• snow shoveling / plowing on snowy mornings 

• tightening loose handrails and replacing broken brackets. 

• the upstairs drinking fountain  was recently repaired 

• roof and ceiling tile repair / replacement  

• insurance claims 

• coordination with facility usage for members and non-members (weddings, funerals, 
parties, Huaxing Chinese School) 

   
Please contact one of the facility deacons if you would like to get involved directly.  Everyone can play a 
part in this ministry.  We can all work together to keep our building clean and safe.  There is always a need 
for members to double check that the doors are locked and that the lights are turned off when events / 
services are over.  Much money could be saved by simply turning off lights when we leave the building.  
Scheduling your event and meeting through the office is important so that groups at the building won't 
overlap.  You can find a schedule of Meadowlark facility usage posted on the website and written on the 
dry erase calendar on the second floor.

Twelve members of the Meadowlark family will be traveling with 5 members from the Grand Junction 
Church to the small community of La Capapan De Union in the mountain region of Olancho Honduras. 
Many communities in this region live without clean water and sanitary systems resulting in high infant 
mortality rates and major health problems among adults.  Predisan has asked for Meadowlark’s support to 
address these types of needs and support them in their effort to establish the church and encourage its 
members. 
 

 We will be working with Predisan and this community to complete a latrine project, lay out a water project, 
and provide spiritual support through Bible studies and church fellowships.   Some of the team will be 
working in the main clinic in Catacamus providing medical treatment, while others will be working in the 
local school or spending time encouraging the small church that has been established .  
 

Team members include all of the Wheat clan, Derek Walker, Logan Williams, Sean and Jessica Bolin 
(Jessica leaves the end of May and will be working as a translator for groups throughout the summer), Greg 
Williams, Caitlyn Wells, Tim and Milt Brown.  We solicit your prayers that we will be productive, effective, 
and good ambassadors for the kingdom.   We look forward to serving and working with our extended church 
family.

The Godson School began to prove it is a wonderful tool for outreach. The students learn God's word 
first every day. Kids began to talk to parents about the living God. One of the student's parents came 
to church today. Chandrasekhar was a Hindu. But he now believes there is only one living God and 
His son Jesus is the only savior. Please pray that all students and their parents will come to this faith 
soon. 
 

The school started with 140 students in June 2009. Before the second year started another 135 
students enrolled. By June 2010 we anticipate 500 students. Now we need more benches and desks 
for the class rooms and school books for the students. A bench costs $35, a desk $38, $15 a set of 
school books and a fan $36. Total of each needed: 80 benches and 80 desks and 40 fans needed.
